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[ IT SECTOR WILL ACHIEVE $50 BN. REVENUE IN 2007-08
NASSCOM

Despite the rupee's appreciation against the dollar affecting the Indian IT sector, National As!
of Software & Services Companies (NASSCOM) on Thursday said that it was confident
IT industry of the country would achieve the revenue of $50 billion in the 2007-08.

"We are quite confident that the IT software and services will achieve the target of $50 bjllion

by the end of this fiscal, even as the dollar depreciation has some negative impact on the industry,"
NASSCOM, Chairman, Lakshmi Narayanan, told reporters here Thursday at IT conclave.
Last year, the industry clocked a revenue of about $40 billion with a growth rate of 30 per cent.
"In this year, the growth is expected to stay between 26-27 per cent," he said.
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Rupee rise not good for IT industry : Nasscom

The appreciation of rupee as against the dollar does not augur well for the growth of IT a
industry, which was engaged in a dialogue with the government to partially offset the impact
through setting up more IT export clusters, Nasscom said.
Rupee has risen about nine per cent against the US dollar since January 1 this year. "The industry
cannot take it, it is not good for the future growth of the industry”, Nasscom President Kiran
Karnik said, while referring to the huge appreciation in the rupee over the last few months.
Speaking during the inaugural session of Nasscom India ITES-BPO strategy summit 2007, he
said efforts were on to engage the government on the issue.
"But it has not been easy to get the government to see their (IT exporters) point of view," he said,
adding that while some understood the implications, others did not see the process as gne that
was "inevitable" and as a strategy to control inflation.
Expressing concern over the continued appreciation of the rupee against the US dollar, Nasscom
president Kiran Karnik urged the government to extend the STPI (Software Technology Parks

of India ) scheme for a few more years to partially offset the losses. "We are witnessing p huge
rupee appreciation?8-9% in the last few months. This is not good for the growth of the IT industry.
We have been engaging the government on this?We had not had it easy. At least, the government
can partially offset the losses faced by the BPO firms by extending the STPI scheme," Karnik
told the Nasscom ITES-BPO Summit 2007. The STPI scheme, offering tax incentives, will expire

in 2009. "Some people in the government believe that rupee appreciation is inevitable ahd IT
industry has to absorb it. There are some who think intervention is necessary. We are trying to
convince the government on the need to hold the currency steady,” he added.He contended that
SEZs were no replacement for the STPI scheme. "Some big players will definitely set up SEZs.
What about the small players? They cannot go into some tertiary city and set up operatipns.

Mistake # 5 : Numbers are no-no's.

Seriously, stay away from birthdays, anniversaries, addresses, social security numbers or telephone numbers. They are all too easy to

guess.
Choose random passwords for banking sites like PayPal. Combine letters (both uppercase and lowercase) and numbers.

If all of this sounds too hard to remember, then consider using a Password program. Most of the good password programs wi
store your passwords on your computer, but they'll generate completely random passwords when you need one.
